Thank you for praying for the intake this 
September. We asked prayer for 20 
undergraduates and 12 postgraduates. God 
answered our prayers with 18 and 13, so a 
slight re-balancing of what we thought was 
best! Numbers for this year are 54 
undergraduate/college students and 54 
postgraduates. The induction week for the 
undergraduates was held on the week 
beginning 2nd September and those on the 
MA course started with Study Skills on 9th 
September. The evening and ladies’ classes 
all commenced on the week beginning 23rd 
September and numbers are good at about 125.  

RECOGNITION SERVICE  

Students graduating from the Preparation for 
Ministry course held their service of 
recognition on 7th September. All in the 
programme will receive their degree 
certificates from the University of Chester later 
in the autumn. This was an opportunity to mark 
their achievement with friends and family and 
give thanks to God for his goodness. Of the 11 
degrees, 7 are Bachelor of Theology and 4 
Bachelor of Divinity. There was one first class 
honours, eight upper second class, and two

those with a degree in another subject). Of the group 2 are in positions with churches, 1 is with 
a missionary society, 3 are pursuing further studies and the remainder are considering the 
next step.
