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Virtually every Sunday staff or students are visiting churches
on behalf of the College to share testimony, updates and
God's word. Thank God for these opportunities and pray
that all would speak with clarity, magnify Christ, advance
the gospel and strengthen the church.

Give God thanks for our students. Pray that the first years will
adjust quickly to all of the demands of College life. Ask that
God might sustain the second years as they balance College
life with the responsibilities of placement. Pray that the final
years might know God's leading and guiding to the ministry
that lies beyond their time at College.

Pray for students who study at the College through the
evening classes, courses with Baptist Women and the
postgraduate programme. There students are often juggling
full-time work, busy family lives and service in their local
church along with their studies. Thank God for them and
pray that they would put into practice all they learn.

The College operates with a small team of full-time staff
which is then supplemented by a variety of visiting tutors.
Please pray for unity and joy in the team. Ask God to equip
everyone to complete their duties with excellence and for his
glory. Thank God for all who contribute to College life.

The work of the College is held accountable to the churches
of the Association by the Management Committee. Give
thanks for the members of the Committee and their
willingness to serve the College and Association in this way.
Pray that they would know wisdom from God in the many
decisions that need made.

Thank God for the hundreds of students that have prepared
for ministry at the College. Ask that God might continue

to send new students along who both sense the call of
God and evidence gifting for ministry. Pray also for recent
graduates, especially that they might quickly find areas of
suitable service for Christ and his people.

Finance remains a constant pressure for the College.
Thank God for his faithful provision previously, and pray
that he might continue to raise up Gospel Guardians
who regularly support the College financially.
